The nomination period begins on Friday May1, 2026. The deadline to file a nomination to be a council or school trustee candidate is August 21, 2026, at 2pm. In order to register to become a candidate for Councillor or Mayor in the upcoming election, you must be:
  A Canadian citizen and at least 18 years old
  A resident of the municipality, a non-resident owner or tenant of land in the municipality or the spouse of such non-resident owner or tenant 
 Not legally prohibited from voting; and not disqualified by any legislation from holding municipal office. Candidates are also required to pay a fee of $100 ($200 for head of council).
