FINANCIAL STATEMENT 

The financial statement was received and reviewed.

The Treasurer informed the Board that the mattress grinding is scheduled to take place in November and there is the possibility that it will be over budget.

The Board discussed if the tipping fee for the mattresses was adequate.

COMMERCIAL WASTE – BAGGS ROAD 
The Board was informed that the Commercial waste received at the landfill will continue, the company’s previous arrangement with OVWRC has been indefinitely suspended.

There are approximately 3-4 loads of waste received on a weekly basis.  Concern for the effect that this will have on the life expectancy was expressed.  The post landfill closure costs done by Jp2g Consultants received in February will show if the landfill is continuing to lose additional assumed life expectancy.

Direction was given to staff to amend the wording of the ECA regarding the SLC.

NEW BUSINESS
